W/ Zamora stated he does have cameras throughout the complex, but they do not record in a very good quahty
W/ Zamora stated there is a camera on the west side of the complex that faces towards Cypress Ave. W/
Zamora stated he viewed the Vrdeo but was unable to see anything from the incident. 1advised W/ Zamora that
weneed to get a copy of the videb. -W/ Zamora stated he did not know how to download the video, but he-
‘would get someone who can copy the video to a disk.

. Detective Brandt and 1 then contacted the apartments at the northwest portion.of the complex (Closest to the
incident). The followmg apartments were not home when we attempted to contact them: 1104, 1301, 1302,
