The City of Riverside is the first city in the state to offer incentives
to builders that meet the strong, measurable requirements of the
California Green Builder Program. In the most rapidly growing
region of the state, Riverside is leading the way by planning for
our future and creating programs that conserve natural resources
and preserve the quality of life for our residents.

In addition, the city is empowering individual residents to improve

the environment through financial incentives and educational

initiatives such as the Community Energy Efficiency Program, which Riverside Public Utilities — Leadership
offers incentives in energy-saving home design methods.

TECHNOLOGICAL DEVELOPMENT

Riverside understands the important role technology plays in keeping cities
successful in the future. In 2006, the city created SmartRiverside, an organization
to oversee Riverside’s technological development.

The recently implemented SmartRiverside Wireless Network Service
provides free wireless Internet access in Riverside’s metropolitan areas.
And through programs such as CompRiverside and Digital Inclusion,
the city plans to extend computer-ownership to all of its residents,
especially to lower-income households.

Through local universities, Riverside is also home to cutting-edge technological
research into fields such as nanotechnology, which is contributing greatly to
future development of medical devices, manufacturing, and space exploration.
