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Suspect Apprehended After Vehicle Pursuit 

Riverside, CA – On Tuesday, 10-30-2012, at around 1:06 am, a Riverside Police Officer 
attempted to make a traffic stop on a vehicle for CVC violations in the area of Mitchel and 
Gramercy. The vehicle failed to yield and a vehicle pursuit ensued.  

The pursuit continued on city streets for approximately five minutes when the suspect vehicle 
ultimately crashed in the 5000 block of Greenleaf. The suspect then fled on foot discarding a 
firearm as he disappeared into a backyard. 

Officers quickly set up a perimeter and with the assistance of a Police K-9 located the suspect 
hiding in a backyard and took him into custody. The suspect received minor injuries during the 
search with the K-9 and was treated at Riverside Community Hospital and then released. The 
suspect, Ralph Robert McMoran age 33 a resident of Riverside, was booked into the Riverside 
Presley Detention Center for felony evading, weapons charges and parole violations. The 
suspect vehicle is currently being investigated as a possible unreported stolen vehicle.
