Subject stabbed multiple times  

 
Riverside, CA – On November 14, 2012, at approximately 1742 hours, Riverside Police Department’s Communications Center 
received a 911 call of a male subject down in the 4500 block of Jurupa Avenue with possible gunshot or stab wounds. Upon 
arrival to the area, officers located an adult male subject in the street with multiple wounds and a folding knife within close 
proximity to him. AMR and RFD personnel responded to the scene and transported the subject to a local hospital where he is 
listed in critical but stable condition with multiple stab wounds to his chest.  

Officers contacted a witness who said the victim was involved in a physical altercation with the occupants of a dark blue or black 
Honda unknown model. The suspects were described only as Hispanic male adults and were last seen fleeing in the vehicle 
eastbound on Jurupa Avenue. Motive for the assault is unknown at this time.
