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Man Dies after Shooting 

Riverside, CA – On December 14, at about 2121 hours this morning, several 9-1-1 
calls were received, reporting a large group of young men were involved in a verbal 
argument in front of an apartment complex in the 3200 block of Panorama Road. 
Shortly thereafter, the callers reported hearing gunshots and the crowd of men fled in 
different directions. Uniformed officers responded to the location but they did not locate 
a shooting victim.  

At 2134 hours, an additional call was received from a local hospital, reporting a shooting 
victim had been brought in by a private party. Additional uniformed officers responded to 
the hospital to investigate. It was determined that the 19 year old victim had been 
transported from the apartment complex on Panorama. The victim did not survive his 
injuries. 

Detectives from the Robbery/Homicide Unit and technicians from the Forensic Unit 
responded and are currently investigating this crime. No arrests have been made. 

The Riverside County Coroner’s Office will release the name of the victim after next of 
kin have been notified.
