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Suspect Arrested in Child Annoying Case 

Riverside, CA – On Tuesday, 12-11-2012, at around 2:20 pm, Officers from the Riverside 
Police Department responded to a call for service in the area of Lincoln and Abraham in the 
city of Riverside. A female juvenile had been walking home from school at Gage Jr. High 
school. She was approached by a male subject who made comments of a sexual nature and 
began following her. The mother of the child arrived to pick up the female and the male subject 
fled the scene. 

Officers were able to interview the victim and obtain a detailed description of the suspect. 
Investigators were able to identify the male suspect as James Michael Sheehy, 50 years old 
and a transient resident of the city of Riverside. 

The suspect information was disseminated to patrol Officers. Officers contacted James 
Sheehy for panhandling at the corner of La Sierra and Magnolia in the city of Riverside. The 
suspect was arrested and booked into the Robert Presley Detention Center for Child Annoying 
and Probation Violations.
