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Negotiators and SWAT Rescue Woman 
 

Riverside, California – On June 25, 2013, at approximately 12:16 AM, the Riverside 
Police dispatch center received a call from Metrolink staff reference a suicidal female at the 
Train Station located at 4006 Vine St in the city of Riverside.  

 

Patrol Officers responded to the scene and contacted the female who was found on top of 
a train naked and refusing to come down. Members of the Emergency Negotiation Team 
and the SWAT Team responded to assist. After an hour of negotiations, Officers were able 
to talk the female off the train. The SWAT team was then able to take the female into 
custody peacefully. Rail traffic was interrupted for just less than three hours during the 
incident. 

 

After evaluation of the subject by Patrol Officers it was determined the subject was a 
danger to herself. The female, a 29 year old resident of Apple Valley, was transported to 
County Mental Health and placed on a 72 hour hold for evaluation.
