Riverside, California — The Riverside Police Department is accepting applications for the 
Citizen Police Academy, which begins Thursday, August 15, 2013 and continues every

The class size is limited and seats will be given to the first candidates to apply via the 
Department’s website and who pass an informal background check. All sessions are in a 
classroom setting and do not require any physical training. Applicants who live, work or 
attend school in the City of Riverside will be served first. Applications must be submitted
