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Fatal Hit & Run Traffic Collision   
 

Riverside, CA – On Tuesday, September 24, 2013, at about 9:15 PM, members of the Riverside Police and 
Fire Departments responded to reports of a collision involving a motorcycle and a passenger vehicle on 
Arlington Avenue and Pegasus Street. 

According to statements, a 2009 Toyota Corolla was making a left turn from Westbound Arlington Avenue 
onto Pegasus Street.  The driver of failed to see a motorcyclist traveling Eastbound Arlington Avenue. The 
motorcycle struck the vehicle broadside.  Immediately after the collision, two vehicles traveling Eastbound 
Arlington behind the motorcycle possibly ran over the motorcyclist.  One of the drivers stopped, but the other 
fled the scene and was last seen Eastbound Arlington Avenue.  

The 37 year old motorcyclist was transported to Riverside Community Hospital where he was pronounced 
deceased.   

The Riverside Police Department Major Accident Investigation Team (M.A.I.T.) responded to the scene and    
the collision is under investigation.  The hit and run vehicle was described as an older, small-sized pickup 
truck which was grey in color.  The vehicle was also described as having a ladder or utility type rack 
attached to the bed.
