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BANK ROBBERY SUSPECT SOUGHT 
U.S. Bank in Ralphs Robbed 

RIVERSIDE, CA – Detectives from the Robbery / Homicide Unit are asking for the public’s help 

in identifying a robbery suspect who is suspected in at least four Southern California bank 

robberies including one in Riverside on December 2. The Riverside robbery occurred at about 

5:10 PM at US Bank which is located inside the Ralphs Market at 3320 La Sierra Avenue. The other 

robberies occurred in Yorba Linda (11-15-13, Wells Fargo), Seal Beach (11/25/13, Bank of 

America), and La Quinta (11/27/13, U.S. Bank). 

The suspect approached the teller and passed a note demanding cash. The teller complied 

and the suspect fled with an undisclosed amount of cash. The suspect is described as a White 

Male Adult in his 50’s, about 5 foot 9 inches tall with grey hair and a grey mustache.
