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Fatal Traffic Collision

RIVERSIDE, CA — On Thursday, April 17, 2014, at 0740 AM, members of the Riverside
Police and Fire Departments responded to reports of a pedestrian being struck by a
vehicle in the area of Alessandro Boulevard and Mission Grove Parkway. Several
witnesses stated the 60-year-old female, of Riverside, was crossing the street from the
north side of Alessandro without utilizing a crosswalk. The subject was struck by a gold,
2004 Ford Explorer tfravelling westbound just west of Mission Grove.

The pedestrian was taken to Riverside Community Hospital where she succumbed to
her injuries. The identity of the deceased will be released by the Coroner’s office
pending nofification of family members. The 44-year-old driver, of Moreno Valley, was
not injured. Alcohol does not appear to be a factor in the collision.

The Riverside Police Department Major Accident Investigation Team (M.A.LT.)
responded fo the scene. No arrests have been made at this fime as the collision is sfill
under investigation.
