Man struck by vehicle dies from injuries 
 
Riverside, CA – On Saturday, July 11th, 2009, at approximately 2050 hours, the 
Riverside Police Department Communication’s Center received a call of a possible 
hit and run incident that occurred in the parking lot of 4810 Tyler St. in the city of 
Riverside. Officers from the Riverside Police Department and personnel from the 
Riverside City Fire Department and American Medical Response responded to the 
scene. An adult male subject who was struck by the vehicle was located in the 
parking lot and provided medical aid. The adult subject was transported to a local 
area hospital where he died from his injuries.   
 
Detectives from the Homicide Unit along with personnel from the Forensic Evidence 
Unit responded to the scene. Based on statements obtained from witnesses, an 
argument between two groups of individuals occurred in the parking lot on Tyler St. 
Subjects from one group got into a vehicle and proceeded to run down an individual 
from the other group. The vehicle then fled the scene at a high rate of speed. 
 
The name of the deceased subject will be released by the Coroner’s Office pending 
notification to next of kin. The investigation is on-going and anyone with information
