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POLICE SEEK HOME INVASION SEXUAL ASSAULT SUSPECT

RIVERSIDE, CA - In the early morning hours of April 19t, two suspects entered a home in
the Canyon Crest neighborhood southwest of the Canyon Crest Country Club golf
course. The suspects sexually assaulted the female homeowner, and then fled, taking
property from the home in the process. The woman had awakened just prior to the
suspects breaking into her home when she heard her dog barking frantically. The

assault occurred at 2:15 a.m.

Officers searched the area extensively but could not locate the suspects. Detectives
from the Sexual Assault & Child Abuse Unit were notified and responded to assist the

investigation.

Suspect #1 is described as a Black male adult, 20 to 29 years of age, 5’9" to 5’11” in
height, medium build, with dark colored hair. A composite sketch of Suspect #1 is

attached.

Suspect #2 is described as a Black male adult, approximately 6’ tall, possibly thin build
of 155 to 160 Ibs., wearing either a possible sports headband or baseball hat. There is

no composite sketch of Suspect #2 at this time.

These suspects fled the location in a black or dark colored Honda Accord, 4-door,
mid-90’s model with tinted windows and possible damage to the driver’s side door. A
partial California license plate of 6XG was seen on this vehicle.

“With the public’s help, we believe we can identify the two involved. We have
descriptions, vehicle information, and with a little help from the public, we can prevent
these two from doing this again,” explained Detective Rita Cobb.

Detectives are asking for the public’s assistance with identifying both suspects and
suspect vehicle.
