This letter is to notify you of an upcoming Riverside Public Utilities construction project in your neighborhood.

The Evans Reservoir Replacement Project, located at 3612 Cranford Avenue, involves the replacement of an existing water storage reservoir. The upgrades being made at the Evans reservoir will help ensure that Riverside Public Utilities can continue to meet the growing water demands of the City of Riverside.   

Construction is scheduled to begin mid-June and is expected to last about 22 months.  The first few months of the project will involve moving construction equipment at the site and demolition of the existing reservoir, which means that there will be noise, dust and increased truck traffic until the demolition phase is completed.
