• All RPD personnel wearing entry vests 

with badges with “POLICE” displayed. 

 

 



Overview 
• Detectives knocked on the door several 

times and used the doorbell. Each time 

announcing they had a search warrant.  

• The suspect was seen walking away from 

the door, out of sight. The door was 

eventually forced open.   

• Detectives entered the apartment and 

saw the suspect coming toward them with 

a long barreled shotgun. 

 

 



Overview 

• Detectives immediately engaged the 

suspect in gunfire. 

• The suspect shot twice, missing both 

times. 

• Detectives backed out of the apartment to 

safety, leaving the suspect inside. 

• SWAT was called to make entry. The 

suspect was found inside, deceased.
