Overview 

• Officers Asbury and Miranda were assigned to the 
West NPC on the day of this incident. 

• The officers were providing extra service to Arlington 
Park. 

• They saw suspect Hayes and a female sitting on a 
bench in the park near the playground equipment. 

• As they got closer to the suspect and his female 
companion, Officer Asbury detected a strong smell 
of marijuana. The officers contacted these 
individuals to investigate.  

 

 



Overview 

• During this investigation, it was determined that 
suspect Hayes had an outstanding felony warrant. 

• Officer Asbury began handcuffing suspect Hayes. 

• During the handcuffing process, Hayes removed a 
handgun from his waistband, quickly turned toward 
Officer Asbury, aimed the handgun at the officer’s 
head and fired one shot. 

• Officer Asbury immediately returned fire (3 rounds) 
and struck the suspect three times. 

 

 



Overview 

• As this occurred, Officer Miranda was positioned 
near the police car. He saw the suspect with the 
handgun. As the suspect and Officer Asbury 
separated, Officer Miranda fired (7 rounds) at the 
suspect. None of Miranda’s rounds hit suspect 
Hayes. 

•  Suspect Hayes died at the scene
