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OTS Grant Funded Checkpoint has Positive Results 
 
Riverside, CA – On Friday September 4, 2009, the Riverside Police Department 
conducted a DUI/Drivers License checkpoint on Arlington Avenue east of Airport 
Drive, in the City of Riverside.  Several volunteers and police explorers from the 
Department were on hand to assist with the 
effort. 
 
The checkpoint was in operation between 
the hours of 6:00 PM and 12:00 AM; 1767 
vehicles drove through the checkpoint.  
There was one arrest for driving under the 
influence, one arrest for an outstanding 
felony warrant, and one arrest for possession 
of narcotics.  Forty-four (44) citations were 
issued, and thirty (30) vehicles were 
impounded.
